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BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF NEW MEXICO:
SECTION 1. Section 16-1-3 NMSA 1978 (being Laws 1973,
Chapter 388, Section 3, as amended) is amended to read:
"16-1-3. ADMINISTRATION--STATE-FEDERAL-LOCAL COST SHARING
FORMULA--LIMITATIONS.--

A. The energy, minerals and natural resources
department shall administer the state supplemental land and
water conservation fund and shall process all applications for
grants from the state supplemental land and water conservation
fund. Funds from the state supplemental land and water

conservation fund shall be made available SFC=poniy=SFC upon

the condition that the proceeds are matched by SCONC-*theéSCONC

federal [funds—and—ether—funds—on—the—followingbasis+—at

subdivistens] land and water conservation fund state and local

assistance SCONC=*formula grants¢SCONC program
SCONC=»funding¢=SCONC .

B. Incorporated municipalities, with a population
of less than [fifteen] sixty-five thousand persons according to

the latest federal decennial census or counties, [spomnsoring

1imited—+te] Indian [eemmunities] nations, tribes and pueblos,

state parks and other political subdivisions shall be entitled
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to receive funds from the state supplemental land and water

conservation fund; [as—preseribed—eand—approved—by—the
reereation—priorities—ecommittee] provided that:

(1) funding requests from Indian nations,

tribes and pueblos shall be prioritized;

(2) funding requests from rural communities

shall be prioritized; SFC=$and&=SFC

(3) state parks shall be entitled to receive

funds from the state supplemental land and water conservation

fund in an amount not to exceed seven percent of New Mexico's

C. Projects proposed [must] shall be in accordance
with provisions of the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund
Act of 1965, U.S.C. Section 460, and the regulations contained
in the United States department of the interior [bureauw—eof
outdoor—reereation—eandgrants—in—aidmanuwal]. Funds shall be
made available from the state supplemental land and water
conservation fund SFC-»onty¢SFC in the event that the United
States department of the interior provides fifty percent of the
project cost SFC-», except that funds may be made available to
provide assistance with compliance with the requirements of the
National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 and related project
pre-clearances¢SFC. State funds shall be made available for
expenditure by the applicant political subdivision once the
project is approved by the United States department of the
