Senate Joint Memorial 40 supports the One Billion Rising Event, a call to men and women to 
refuse to participate in the status quo until rape and rape culture end, and recognizes February 14, 
2013 as One Billion Rising V-Day in honor of the survivors of violence and sexual abuse.
