WHEREAS, New Mexico community colleges are committed to
student access and student success and try to provide all
students with the essential resources and support systems
that lead to establishing a culture of college completion;
and

WHEREAS, community colleges, while increasing success
rates for all students, are working with particular focus
toward the elimination of roadblocks that separate student
groups on the basis of race, ethnicity and family income; and

WHEREAS, the outstanding academic success of the
twenty-seven members of the 2018 New Mexico all-state
academic team, most of whom are members of phi theta kappa
honor society, is being recognized during ceremonies at the
state capitol on January 31, 2018, at which time the students
will be honored for their academic achievements, as well as
for scholarship offers from New Mexico's participating public
universities to complete their baccalaureate degrees;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE
