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SUMMARY

Svnopsis of HBIC Amendment

The House Business & Industry Committee adds an exclusion for areligious entity purchasing
individual or group health coverage. They are exempted under the amendment from having to
comply with the requirement to include contraceptive drugs or devicesin the health care they
purchase.

Svynopsis of Original Bill

HB 59 require that health insurers provide coverage for prescription drugs or devices approved by the
Food and Drug Administration.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

Thereis no fiscal impact to the State since the plans for State employees, retirees and public school
employees already cover prescription contraceptives.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPLICATIONS

Minimal. The Division of Insurance already reviews all health plans operating in the State. If this bill
passes some companies may have to refile.
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OTHER SUBSTANTIVE ISSUES

There is no consensus about how much this will cost the insurance companies and ultimately the
premium payers. The cost of contraceptivesis less expensive than abortions or deliveries.

Thisbill may create a problem for religious employers whose beliefs are in conflict with birth control.
The health insurance industry is against mandated benefits.

Since some current plans authorize payment for Viagrafor males, questions are often raised about the
need to authorize payment.
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
