SUMMARY

     Synopsis of Bill

This bill amends the Judicial Retirement and Magistrate Retirement Acts to allow District Court,
Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Metropolitan Court and Magistrate Court Judges to purchase up to
two months of service credit, if the judge pays the actuarial present value of the 1 or 2 months and has
5 or more years of service credit.
