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SUMMARY

Synopsis of Bill

House Joint Memorial 86 requests the Legislative Council to direct the appropriate committee to
review the authority of the State Fair Commission and the impact on surrounding neighborhoods of
state fair commission policies and decisions for expansion and changes in operations. This memorial
also directs the appropriate committee to report its findings and recommendation to the Legislature by
November 1, 2001.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

ThisMemorial does not contain an appropriation. However, there may be an administrative and fiscal
impact on the Legislative Council Servicein carrying out the intent of the joint memorial.

RELATIONSHIP

This memorial relates to House Bill 789 which requires the State Fair Commission (Commission) to
perform an assessment of the impacts of an expansion or redevel opment of the state fair grounds or a
substantial modification of the fair grounds plan and al so requires the Commission to hold a public
hearing on a plan for expansion or redevel opment of the state fair grounds or a substantial modifica-
tion.
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Thismemorial also isaduplicate of Senate Joint Memorial 86.

OTHER SUBSTANTIVE ISSUES

The State Fair has proposed major expansions and changes in the operation of the fair that could have
significant impact on surrounding neighborhoods. Neighborhoods surrounding the fair have
expressed concern and requested more extensive review and control over expansions and changesin
operations that may affect them.
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
