Section 1. Section 14-3-19 NVBA 1978 (being Laws 1968,
Chapter 14, Section 1) is anended to read:

"14-3-19. STORAGE EQUI PMENT, SUPPLIES AND MATERI ALS- -
M CROFI LM SERVI CES AND SUPPLI ES- - PURCHASE BY STATE
COW SSI ON OF PUBLI C RECORDS FOR RESALE. --The state
conmi ssion of public records may purchase for resale such
storage boxes, forms, mcrofilmsupplies necessary to the
providing of mcrofilmservices and other supplies and
materials as in its judgnment are necessary to facilitate the
vari ous aspects of its progranms. The conmm ssion may sel
such itens and services at cost plus a five percent handling
charge. Al receipts fromsuch sales shall go into the
records center revolving fund."

Section 2. A new section of the Public Records Act is
enacted to read:

"RECORDS CENTER REVOLVI NG FUND- - CREATED- - REVENUES FROM
SALES DEPOSI TED I N FUND. - - The "records center revol ving
fund" is created in the state treasury. Mney fromthe sale
of state records center publications, services, equipnent,
supplies and materials shall be deposited in the fund. The
fund shall be adm nistered by the state records center, and
nmoney in the fund is appropriated to the state records
center to carry out the adm nistrative purposes of the
Public Records Act and the State Rules Act. Expenditures
fromthe fund shall be by warrant of the secretary of
finance and adm ni stration upon vouchers signed by the state
records adm nistrator or his authorized representative."

Section 3. TEMPORARY PROVI SI ON- - TRANSFER OF FUNDS. - - On
the effective date of this act, all noney in the special
revol ving fund established by Laws 1961, Chapter 111 for the
use of the state records center shall be transferred to the
records center revolving fund.

Section 4. EMERGENCY.--It is necessary for the public
peace, health and safety that this act take effect
i redi at el y.
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
