County and declares Wednesday, March 8, 2013 “Cibola County Day” in the Senate. The
memorial also recognizes the Cibola Communities Economic Development Foundation, Inc. for
its efforts to foster a thriving economic and industrial environment in Cibola County.

SIGNIFICANT ISSUES
The memorial states that Cibola County is New Mexico’s newest county, having been created on
June 19, 1981. It is over 4,500 square miles in area and is home to the Pueblo of Acoma, the

Pueblo of Laguna, and the Ramah chapter of the Navajo Nation.
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
