Retention of BCOM Graduates

e Perthe most recent data from the AAMC State Physician Workforce
Report, in 2020, 38% of medical students who attended medical school in
New Mexico were actively practicing in the New Mexico (note: this only
included UNM graduates as BCOM graduates will not complete residencies
until July 2023).

e Retention rates were higher among physicians who completed both
medical school and their residency (GME) in the same state. More than two-
thirds (68%) of the physicians who completed medical school and GME in
New Mexico remained in New Mexico to practice.



Annual Economic Impact
100 New Physicians to New Mexico

For every one-hundred (100) new physicians graduating and
remaining in New Mexico to practice, the annual economic
contribution to the State of New Mexico would be:
$141,795,800. And this does not include the value in an
increase in community health and cost savings from reduced
emergency room visits and hospitalizations due to increased
access to physicians, especially primary care physicians.
