Attendance teams may be formed in whole or in part
Submittal from preexisting groups or teams within the public school or may be formed for the explicit purpose of improving
school attendance. School districts must reserve time for school personnel fo collaborate as an attendance team.
School districts must provide support and guidance to attendance teams on transportation and school scheduling
