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Superfund Site Cleanup Process

1 Once Superfund sites are identified and placed on the
National Priorities List (NPL) cleanup can begin.

01 The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) oversees
cleanup of contamination either by forcing the parties
responsible for the contamination to :

O Clean the mess up themselves

o0 Reimburse the government for EPA-led remediation efforts

0 When there is no viable responsible party, the site is
classified as an “orphan site”.

0 It also engages vulnerable communities in productive dialogue and ensures
that site remedies will remain protective over the long term.
