4CITE Master Plan 

The 4CITE Master Plan is a comprehensive approach to coordinate the planning and delivery of transportation projects 
that would improve multi-modal access to the Gallup Energy Industrial Park (GELP), the Navajo Inland Port, as well as 
regional connections to the existing and future transportation infrastructure.  This sub-regional plan provides a road map for our stakeholders and 
economic developers to proactively plan for major growth, rather than try to improve infrastructure in the mists of overwhelming growth. 

Funding: $150,000, $120,000 funded by NM Department of Transportation through Special Planning & Research (SPR) funds and  
$30,000 provided through local matches by the City of Gallup and McKinley County.  

Lead: Northwest New Mexico Regional Transportation Planning Organization (RTPO), administered through the COG supporting local and regional 
transportation planning and development.
