CTE Works for High School Students

High school students involved in CTE are more engaged, perform better and graduate at higher
rates.

> High Risk students are 8 to 10 times less likely to drop out in the 11t or 12t grades if they enroll in a
CTE program

» The average high school graduation rate for students concentrating in CTE programs is 93 percent,
compared to an average national freshman graduation rate of 80 percent. (91.5% - FMS)

» More than 75 percent of secondary CTE concentrators pursued postsecondary education shortly
after high school.
