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HIDALGO Overview of Past Awards

> Since the CRGA was passed, 129 crime reduction grants have been awarded across the
state, in 12 out of New Mexico’s 13 Judicial Districts. One of those grants was a multi-district award
for state identification number integration at the district courts.

> Many grantees started their projects with CRGA funding but were eventually transitioned to
other funding to keep their projects going once the project has demonstrated success.
> Such projects include LOPD/DA Recruitment and Retention Bonuses, the Family Violence

Treatment Court at the Eighth Judicial District Court, and the drug testing program for treatment
courts at the Third Judicial District Court.
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
