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HB 384 — Amendments to Uniform Licensing Act

61-1-25.1. Preliminary injunction and hearing;, summary suspension or probation

A. When a board finds that evidence in its possession indicates that a licensee
poses a clear and immediate danger to the public health and safety if the licensee
continues to practice, the board may seek a preliminary injunction from the
district court in the county in which the principal office of the licensee is located
or, if the principal office is not in New Mexico, in the district court for Santa Fe
county. If the injunction is granted, the board shall hold an expedited hearing for
the suspension of the license or probation of the licensee. The board shall follow
the hearing procedures of the Uniform Licensing Act, but times shall be shortened
in accordance with the injunction or at the request of the licensee.

The current hemp marketplace is much broadesthan
CBD. The broad definition of “hemp” in the 2018 Farm
Bill has resulted in a marketplace that includes 8 wide
array of products that contain the range of
cannabinoids that can be derived directly or chemically
from the Cannabis sativa L. plant, including intoxicating
cannabinoids like delta-9 THC, delta-8 THC, delta-10
THC, THCP, THCB, THCjd, hexahydrocannabinol (HHC),
H4-CBD, and THC-O-acetate. The language in the 2018
Farm Bill effectively legalized marijuana federally,
without product regulation, and called it “hemp.”
