$5 million was appropriated for the Summer Enrichment Internship Program for
FY25. The goal is to provide high school students the opportunity to participate
in high-quality internships in agencies, including county, tribal, and municipal
placements.

24 program operators have been funded for the summer of 2024.

The Innovation Zones Initiative unites advanced programs and funding streams
that are typically isolated or uncoordinated. It promotes the combination of
graduate profiles, capstone projects, career technical education, work-based
learning, and individualized support services.

In the 2023-2024 school year, 25 public schools, 19 charter schools, and 3 BIE Schools
received funding.

The new Career Development Center offers impressive new learning spaces
such as a culinary classroom, carpentry and welding shop, virtual reality career
exploration tools, and an adult education classroom.



Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math

The Math and Science Bureau and the Math and Science Advisory Council codified
in the Mathematics and Science Education Act ensure equitable, high-quality
mathematics and science education for all K-12 students. Priorities include:

Updating and implementing the Elementary Science Specialist endorsement
and creating a $2,000 stipend for the Elementary Math Specialist endorsement
to ensure educators are well-prepared and effective.

Professional learning that focuses on culturally and linguistically responsive
education for math and science instruction.

Continuing to support the Outdoor Learning Program by hiring outdoor learning
specialists and offering microgrants for constructing outdoor classrooms.

Goals for Mathematics Pathways

 Modernize and align math pathways to better suit students' career goals and aspirations
by introducing a year-long "Modern Algebra 2" course.

- Pathways may include focuses on statistics, quantitative reasoning, or
algebra/calculus.

- Addressinequities in the current system, particularly for historically marginalized
students.

- Align high school math pathways with college and workforce expectations.

School Improvement and Transformation

School Improvement and Transformation supports schools most in need of
improvement.

This year, the Priority Schools Bureau is working with 144 schools in CSl and
MRI status. This work is federally mandated and is focused on whole school
reform, including:

initial site visits to assess school programs and structure,
requirements to adopt evidence-based programs, and ongoing
monitoring visits — a total of 432 visits this year; and

intensive mentorship and coaching for teachers and school leaders to
identify root causes of each school’s performance and set
improvement goals.
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School Improvement and Transformation

Approximately $9.5 million from Title | is available for school improvement
and transformation. Of this amount, $9 million is distributed to schools, and
the agency uses the remainder for direct and indirect administration.

Additionally, $5.8 million in federal Governor's Emergency Education Relief
(GEER) and Emergency Assistance to Non-Public Schools (EANS) funding to

provide support and technical assistance for schools will expire in fall
2024.

The department will request funding for FY26 to replace the expiring federal
dollars and expand technical support for schools in need of improvement.
