Supporting Native American Students in FY20 - FY21
Prepared by Richard P. Juliani, Senior Policy Analyst, LESC

The state’s roughly 34,000 Native American students represent 10.4 percent of the public school
student population.

Native American students trail statewide averages in rates of attendance, high school
graduation, and reading and math proficiency. Historically, Native American students have
experienced the largest achievement gap next to students with disabilities.

In the consolidated Yazzie-Martinez lawsuit, the court found the state failed to provide Native
American students with a sufficient education.

Indian Education Act Grants for FY20 ($6 million appropriation)

A total of 22 tribes, 23 school districts and seven charter schools identified as “Native-serving
institutions” responded to PED’s request for proposals (RfP) released in May 2019. The only
eligible entities that did not submit an application were the Jicarilla Apache Nation, Los Lunas
Public Schools, and Tularosa Municipal Schools. Award amounts ranged from $36.4 thousand to
$100 thousand, with tribes receiving an average grant of $90 thousand and school districts and
charter schools receiving an average of $72 thousand. See Attachment 1.
Grant funds must be used to target at least one of the following four priority areas:

o Culturally and linguistically relevant education and social and emotional learning;

o College, career and life readiness;

o Culture and identity development; and

o Increasing access to Native American language programs.
Seventeen (77 percent) of the 22 tribes and eight (26 percent) of the 30 school districts and charter
schools, identified increasing access to indigenous language programs as one of their first two
priority areas. The next most common areas were college, career, and life readiness followed by
culturally and linguistically relevant education and social-emotional learning.
Grantees have used Indian Education Act funding to provide the following student supports:

o Indigenous language teachers and curriculum development;

0o College and career readiness coordinator;

o Professional development on culturally responsive education;

o Family center coordinator; and

o Social-emotional learning via trauma-informed healing and restorative justice.
PED did not issue award letters until mid-year, making it hard for grantees to spend the funding
allocated by the Legislature in support of Indian education. In FY20, nearly $1.1 million (28
percent) of the $3.9 million allocated to awardees remained unspent. It is uncertain how PED
budgeted the remaining $2.1 million as the department did not respond to inquiries on this matter.

Indigenous Education Initiative Grants for FY20 ($1 million appropriation)

PED used its $1 million FY20 appropriation for “indigenous, multicultural, multilingual, special
education” to launch the indigenous education initiative, a three-year program to promote
rigorous and culturally relevant educational opportunities for Native American students and to
provide exemplars for future efforts. Years one and two focus on a review of school processes,
community engagement, and design of a school model which will launch in year three. Only eight
of the 30 eligible school districts and charter schools applied, and four were awarded.

Indian Education Programming FY21

e Indian Education Act Grants: For FY21, PED awarded $6 million in Indian Education Act funding
to 22 Pueblos and tribal nations, 23 school districts, and 10 charter schools. Twelve tribes (55
percent) identified indigenous language programs as one of their first two priority areas. 82
percent (or 27) of the 33 awarded school districts and charter schools were focusing their Indian
Education Act funding on supporting college, career and life readiness and providing culturally
and linguistically relevant education and social and emotional learning. See Attachment 3.

o FY2I Appropriations: Legislative action during the June 2020 special session reduced
appropriations for categorical programs at PED by 6 percent, resulting in a $750 thousand
decrease for Indian education from $6 million to $5.25 million.

e Indigenous Education Initiative: PED indicated $1 million of its FY21 $5.5 million appropriation for
“indigenous, multilingual, multicultural, and special education” would fund a second year of
grants for the four awarded school districts at the same funding level as FY20.

o FY2I Appropriations: During the 2020 legislative session, the Legislature appropriated $5.5
million to PED for the indigenous, multilingual, multicultural initiative and expanded it to
include support for special education students. Language in the GAA requires $1 million
of the appropriation to be transferred to the Indian Affairs Department (IAD) to support
tribal departments of education and earmarked $1.65 million for PED to ensure schools are
using evidence-based instruction and programming for students with disabilities, leaving
$2.9 million for indigenous, multilingual, and multicultural initiatives. However, after
solvency measures implemented during the June 2020 special legislative session, funds for
these latter initiatives were further reduced by $932 thousand to $1.9 million; the earmarks
for IAD and special education support were not reduced.

Considerations

o The percentage of Native American students at the school districts awarded indigenous education
initiative grants ranged from 2.4 percent in Santa Fe to 65 percent in Cuba. In a meeting with LESC
staff, PED explained the program was for all students to benefit from a culturally-relevant
indigenized curriculum. In addition, school districts were allowed to determine how to define
“indigenous student,” raising questions regarding how these practices align with language in the
2019 General Appropriations Act, directing these funds to be used on “transforming educational
opportunities available to native students.”

¢ In year one of the indigenous education initiative, PED partnered with The New Teacher Project
(TNTP) to provide professional development and technical support for school design and
curriculum development. However, it is not clear if TNTP is an appropriate partner. While the
organization has some experience evaluating teacher performance, its primary focus is on the
recruitment and training of new teachers, not school redesign or curriculum development.

e PED must ensure it distributes award letters more promptly to enable grant awardees to expend
funds earlier. However, this and other supports may prove challenging as PED has been without
an assistant secretary of Indian education since late May 2020 and is currently seeking a school
design specialist to assist the indigenous education initiative grantees.
