(CFS)

o A CFS sets an annual carbon intensity (Cl), or

benchmark, for gasoline, diesel, and the
fuels that replace them.

Cl is the measure of GHG emissions
associated with producing, distributing, and
consuming a fuel.

Cl based on a complete life cycle analysis
(LCA).

Works — Credit

and Deficit
Generation
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o Fuels above the Cl benchmark generate
deficits and must be matched with credits—
the annual compliance obligation is met
when the number of credits from a credit
account that is equal to its deficits is retired.
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Example uses carbon intensities based on composite of gasoline and diesel fuels
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o A CFSis fuel neutral and market-based.
