The New Mexico Food Charter is designed to:

Set Priorities to improve food security and access
to nutritious food; (promote practices to mitigate the
impacts of climate change and improve the food
infrastructure through government support.

Guide Decision-Making within the Policy Council,
helping members align their actions with the shared
values, priorities and goals outlined in the charter.

Advocate and Educate policymakers, community
members, and others about the importance of food-
related issues, the Policy Council’s policy priorities,
and expected outcomes.

Build Partnerships with governments, organizations
and others that share similar values and goals and
strengthen our collective impact.

Monitor and Evaluate Progress to hold government
agencies, policymakers and others accountable

for the intended and unintended impacts of policy
decisions and programs.
