New Mexico is the fifth state to offer both breakfast and lunch at no
cost to all students through Healthy Universal School Meals, a program
launched in 2023. Food fuels our future leaders and sets them up for
success at school—that's why Governor Michelle Lujan Grisham
championed the initiative, and why the legislature voted unanimously
to make the program permanent. Now, schools are making changes in
their cofeterias and students can expect to see more wholesome,
scratch-cooked meals on their plates. Public & charter schools that
serve both breckfast and lunch are participating in Healthy Universal
School Meals. Bureau of Indian Education or tribally controlled and
private schools can opt-in each school year.

Healthy Universal School Meals is unique by prioritizing high quality
ingredients in scratch-cooked meals. Schools are encourcged and
supported in choosing local, homegrown foods which means less
processed and more desirable foods and flavors in the cafeteric.
Nourishing students is the number one goal, but the list of benefits also
includes ecanomic support for local farmers and food suppliers, and the
cherry on top is no-cost meals for all students put dollars back where
they belong—in families' pockets.
