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What is a Behavioral
Health Court?

A Behavioral Health Court is a voluntary
program for adult individuals who have
been arrested or convicted of a crime,
have a primary behavioral health
diagnosis, and have a moderate to high
criminogenic risk level.

Individual’s needs are matched and they
are provided with a clinically appropriate
level of care and support.

To support participants
successful reintegration
into society and reduce
recidivism; increase
public safety; and,
improve the
individual's quality of
life.

Sally continues to live with
her mother.
