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ABOUT THE PROGRAM

The Incubator accepts clients into the core
incubation program on a rolling basis.

Companies can apply to be either a Resident
Client or an Affiliate Client. Resident Clients
have a physical presence at the Incubator
while Affiliate Clients take part in the
programs and services without leasing space.

Resident and Affiliate Clients are primarily
early-to-mid stage companies past the
ideation stage. They have validated their
business idea, and typically have some
customers and marketplace traction.

PRE-INCUBATION

SFBI has a pre-incubation program called
RUNWAY that serves idea-stage entrepreneurs
and teams.

RUNWAY is a one-on-one course that
concentrates on market research and
validation, customer mapping, pricing and
cash flows, and business formation. RUNWAY
costs $200 and is designed to run for three
months. RUNWAY is conducted on a rolling
basis and participants can begin the program
at their convenience.
