Again,
it 1s Ohkay Owingeh opinion that our current senate district provides our Pueblo a direct
and satisfactory level of representation in Santa Fe.

In terms of the Congressional Redistricting, we are aware that the Ohkay Owingeh will
remain in the 3" Congressional District, and we are very much in support of that.
