= Created by the 2010 Legislature

= The law establishes the Colonias Infrastructure Board and
dedicates 5% of the state’s annual Senior Severance Tax
Bond proceeds for a variety of infrastructure projects:

> Water projects

> Wastewater projects

> Solid Waste Disposal projects
> Road or Housing projects

> Flood Control projects

= First severance tax distribution is available July 2012
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Colonias Infrastructure Act

= Colonia definition:

> A rural community with a population of 25,000 or less
located within 150 miles of the United States-Mexico
border that:
- Has been designated a Colonia by the municipality due to:
o Lack of potable water;
o Lack of adequate sewage systems;
o lack of decent, safe and sanitary housing;
o Has been in existence as a Colonia prior to November 1990;

Colonia communities must provide documentation to the
Colonias Infrastructure Board that supports the designation by
the municipality or county.
