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New CDC Survey Shows Dramatic Increasein lli] o
E-Cigarette Awareness and Usg;
Need for FDA Regulation Critically Important

Statement from Chris Hansen, president of the American Cancer Society Cancer Action
Network (ACS CAN)

WASHINGTON, D.C. — February 28, 2013 — Awareness ase of electronic cigarettes, commonly
referred to as e-cigarettes, significantly increldsetween 2010 and 2011, according to survey gesult
released today by the Centers for Disease CombPaevention’s (CDC) Office on Smoking and Health
(OSH). The survey results, published in an artcigtled “Awareness and Ever Use of Electronic
Cigarettes Among U.S. Adults, 2010-2011,” are fesdun the current issue of the CDC jourrmditotine

& Tobacco Research.

The survey found that the number of adults whoaarare of e-cigarettes increased by 44.8 percemt fro
2010 to 2011, the number of adults who use them bgs88 percent and use more than doubled among
current smokers to 21.2 percent. The Food and Bdimginistration (FDA), which has the authority to
regulate tobacco products under the Family SmoRimyention and Tobacco Control Act, has not
asserted its jurisdiction over these products.

A statement from Chris Hansen, president of the #egaa Cancer Society Cancer Action Network (ACS
CAN) follows:

“The dramatic increase in both awareness and usecigfarettes adds even more urgency to the need fo
the FDA to regulate these products so it can determvhat ingredients e-cigarettes contain, how trey
being used and what effects they have on users.

“E-cigarettes have not been scientifically showihegeffective tobacco cessation tools, yet some
distributors are marketing them either directlyrafirectly for that purpose, such as in a national
commercial that aired during the Oscars awards ghisweek.

“E-cigarettes are often manufactured to resemhbldittonal cigarettes, and are available in frud an
candy flavors that are appealing to youth. The liamappearance and enticing flavors could actually
encourage kids to try traditional cigarettes, rathan avoid them.

“ACS CAN and the American Cancer Society are amising, not anti-smoker. We're calling on the
FDA to determine if e-cigarettes are safe for ustv@hether they can help youth and adults avoidahct
cigarettes or quit the habit. We also urge the R®#fest these products to determine their poteasal
cessation aids so consumers have the best infarmatiailable when deciding how to quit.”
