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that the attorney general shall approve the facility before

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED t hat the proposed | ease require
that, after operation, the facility be inspected quarterly
by a county grand jury and that the grand jury issue a
report to the district court; and

that all proposed renovations be conpleted by the | essee
prior to occupancy; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED t hat the attorney general shal
assist in the negotiations of the proposed | ease to ensure
that the state's interests are protected and to ensure that
provi sions for subl easing the property require conpliance
with the Procurenent Code and ot her applicable |aws; and
