Section 1. Section 22-13A-2 NVSA 1978 (being Laws
1989, Chapter 137, Section 2, as anended) is anended to
read:

"22-13A-2. PURPCSE. - - The purpose of the Incentives for
School | nprovenent Act is to provide financial incentives to
i ndi vi dual public schools that exceed expected academ c
performance and to provide financial and other assistance to
public schools identified as nost in need of inprovenent.”

Section 2. Section 22-13A-3 NVSA 1978 (being Laws
1989, Chapter 137, Section 3) is anended to read:

"22-13A-3. DEFINITIONS.--As used in the Incentives for
School | nprovenent Act:

A. "departnent" neans the state departnent of
publ i c educati on;

B. "fund" neans the incentives for school
i mprovenent fund;

C. "program neans the incentives and
i nterventions for school inprovenent program and

D. "state board" neans the state board of
education.”
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1989, Chapter 137, Section 4, as anended) is anended to
read:
"22-13A-4. PROGRAM CREATED- - ADM NI STRATI ON- - PROGRAM
APPROVAL. - - The "incentives and interventions for schoo
i mprovenent program' is created. The program shall be
adm ni stered by the departnent. The departnent shal
devel op a standardi zed nethod to neasure the progress of
students enrolled in public schools in school districts
t hroughout the state. The standardi zed net hod devel oped
shal |l be revi ewed and approved by the state board."
Section 4. Section 22-13A-5 NVSA 1978 (being Laws
1989, Chapter 137, Section 5, as anended) is anmended to
read:
"22-13A-5. | NCENTI VES FOR SCHOOL | MPROVEMENT- -
MEASUREMENT CRI TERI A. - -
A. The departnent shall devel op an incentive for
school inprovenent formula by which to neasure schoo
achi evenent in the areas of academ c performance wth
consi deration of soci oeconom c variables. The product of
this formula shall take the formof a conposite rating
assigned to each school in every school district.
B. Academ c performance shall be neasured by:
(1) nationally standardized test scores;
(2) graduation conpetency scores; and
(3) other factors deened rel evant by the
depart nment.

C. The soci oecononic vari ables shall be neasured
SB 40
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(1) student nobility rates;

(2) the percentage of limted English-
proficient students, using criteria established by the
federal office of civil rights;

(3) the percentage of students eligible for
free and reduced-fee |unches; and

(4) other factors deened rel evant by the
depart nment.

D. Annually, the departnent shall assign a new
conposite rating to each public school. The departnment
shall conpare the new rating to the previous annual rating.
Public school s increasing their conposite rating shall be
ranked in order. The public schools evidencing the greatest
increase in rating shall receive nonetary disbursements from
the fund."

Section 5. A new section of the Incentives for Schoo
| nprovement Act is enacted to read:
"1 NTERVENTI ONS FOR SCHOOL | MPROVEMENT. - -

A. The departnent shall devel op an interventions
for school inprovenent formula and process to identify
public schools nost in need of inprovenent, to establish
time lines for plan devel opnent and i nplenentation and to
provi de the necessary corrective actions and interventions.
The state board shall identify the public schools nost in
need of inprovenment, shall authorize nonetary allocations
fromthe fund to inplenment a plan for school inprovenent
approved by the department and shall assign an assi stance
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B. The state superintendent or his designee, the
school district superintendent and the president of the
| ocal school board or his designee shall hold a public
meeting to informthe school district and community that a
public school in the school district has been identified as
nost in need of inprovenent and requires intervention.

C. Public schools nost in need of inprovenent
shall involve their communities in devel oping intervention
and i nprovenent plans that contain:

(1) docunentation of academ c performance
nmeasures and other criteria as described in Sections 22-1-6
and 22-13A-5 NVBA 1978;

(2) neasurable objectives to indicate the
action that will be taken to address the identified
concer ns;

(3) benchmarks to indicate adequate yearly
progress in inplementing the plan for school inprovenent;
and

(4) an estimate of the length of tinme and
ot her resources necessary to achieve each objective in the
pl an.

D. The departnent-approved intervention and
i nprovenent plan shall be signed by the state
superintendent, the superintendent of the school district
and the president of the |ocal school board, and they shal
agree on the inplenmentati on and neasurenent of the
i ntervention and i nprovenent plan.
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the inplenmentation of the intervention and inprovenent plan,
the public school shall subnmit to the department a progress
report addressing the conponents provided for in Subsection
C of this section. |If the departnment review of the progress
report submtted by the public school deternines that the
public school has not net the objectives as nmeasured by the
benchmar ks, the departnent nay assign an assistance teamto
i ntervene during the second school year to assist in the

i npl ementation of the intervention and inprovenent plan.

F. If the state superintendent determ nes that a
public school identified as nost in need of inprovenent has
not net the objectives as neasured by the benchmarks for two
consecutive years, then he shall take direct control of the
public school pursuant to Section 22-2-14 NVSA 1978."

Section 6. Section 22-13A-6 NVSA 1978 (being Laws
1989, Chapter 137, Section 6, as anended) is anmended to
read:

"22-13A-6. FUND CREATED. - -

A. The "incentives for school inprovenment fund"
is created in the state treasury. The fund shall consist of
state noney appropriated to the fund, federal noney
allocated to the state for the purposes of the Incentives
for School Inprovenent Act, undistributed annual bal ances
and earnings of the fund and gifts or bequests nmade to the
fund. The state treasurer shall invest the fund as ot her
state funds are invested. The balance remaining in the fund
at the end of the fiscal year shall not revert to the
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B. The fund is appropriated to the departnent
for the purpose of inplenmenting and adm ni stering the
I ncentives for School |nprovement Act. No nore than three
percent of the fund may be retained by the departnent for
adm ni strative purposes.

C. Sixty percent of the noney in the fund other
than that used for adm nistrative purposes shall be
distributed directly to public schools evidencing the
greatest inprovenment as determ ned by the departnent.

Di sbursenents shall be made only to that nunber of public
school s constituting not nore than ten percent of the
student nmenbership in the state. D stributions shall be
made proportionately to public schools that qualify. Mney
recei ved by a public school fromthe fund shall not be used
for salaries, salary increases or bonuses. Money shall be
used as determ ned by the public school principal and
teachers in cooperation with other school enployees and the
communi ty.

D. Forty percent of the noney in the fund ot her
than that used for adm nistrative purposes shall be
distributed directly to public schools identified as npbst in
need of inprovement. Disbursenents for public schools
identified as nost in need of inprovenent shall be nade only
to those public schools identified by the state board;
provi ded that no public school shall receive noney for nore
than three consecutive years. Mney received by a public
school fromthe fund shall be used only to inplenent the

depart ment - approved i ntervention and inprovenent plan."”
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
