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WHEREAS, intermural academic competition, and the school

spirit engendered by it, will be great motivation for

students to excel in math, science, literature, history and

other subjects, and those who participate should be able to

letter in an academic subject in the same way athletes letter

in football or basketball;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF NEW MEXICO that the state department of public

education and the New Mexico activities association, in

conjunction with school districts, be requested to develop

and implement intermural academic competition; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the program include the

means for students to letter in one or more academic

subjects; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this memorial be

transmitted to the state department of public education and

the New Mexico activities association.
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
