WHEREAS, Geronimo (Jerry) Martinez was born on April 13,

1913 in Ancon, New Mexico; and

WHEREAS, his parents were Jose Maria Martin and Abelina

Sandoval; and

WHEREAS, Geronimo (Jerry) Martinez was a life-long

farmer in Velarde, New Mexico, where he lived all his life;

and

WHEREAS, he was a life-long democrat who was very active

in democratic party politics; and

WHEREAS, Geronimo (Jerry) Martinez also served as

WHEREAS, Geronimo (Jerry) Martinez is survived by six

children, fifteen grandchildren, fourteen great-grandchildren

and three sisters; and

WHEREAS, Geronimo (Jerry) Martinez had a strong belief

in tradition and culture and maintained a very strong sense

of family as exemplified by his insistence on family

gatherings and reunions; and
