Clovis in Curry county;

four hundred thousand dollars ($400,000) for improvements to various county roads in Curry

one hundred twenty-five thousand dollars ($125,000) to construct, equip and furnish a new
city hall facility, including compliance with uniform building codes and the requirements of the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, in Texico in Curry county;

five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) to design, construct, furnish and equip a
multipurpose building and make other related improvements to the county fairgrounds in
