BILL SHORT TITLE: Felony DWI Convictions

CONFLICTS, DUPLICATES, COMPANIONS:  HB-381, HB-386, HB-457, SB-251, SB-305, SB-344, SB-447

DESCRIPTION:  This bill revises the jail sentence for 2nd offenses of driving under the influence of intoxicating liquor or drugs.  The current 72 hour sentence would be revised to 5 consecutive days (120 hours), and the additional sentence for aggravated DWI would be increased from  96 hours to 10 days (240 hours).

2nd and subsequent conviction offenders would be required to complete a 30 day inpatient, or a 60 day outpatient, substance abuse treatment program approved by the court.

The bill deletes the current Section 66-8-102, Subsection I, NMSA 1978 (Laws 1999, Chapter 61) which states:  “Upon any subsequent misdemeanor conviction under this section prior to July 1, 2003, as a condition of probation, an offender may be required to have an ignition interlock device installed and operating on all motor vehicles owned by the offender or available for the offender’s personal use, pursuant to rules adopted by the traffic safety bureau.”

It also expands the term “prior felony conviction” to include felony DWI convictions.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT:   No administrative impact on the department.
