BILL SHORT TITLE: Provide Citizen Notification of the Provisions of the Inspection of Public Records Act

DESCRIPTION: This bill requires every agency subject to the Inspection of Public Records Act to post in administrative offices a notice describing citizen’s rights under and fees and procedures for recovering information pursuant to the Act.

EFFECTIVE DATE: not stated – 90 days after adjournment (June 17)

FISCAL IMPACT: none:

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT: insignificant.

OTHER IMPACTS AND ISSUES: Without notification, the state might as well not have an Inspection of Public Records Act.
