BILL SHORT TITLE: Driver's License Renewal at Senior Citizens Centers

DESCRIPTION: This memorial asks the Taxation and Revenue Department to work with the State Agency on Aging and Albuquerque's Department of Senior Affairs "or other local agencies serving senior citizens" to conduct a pilot project. The project's purpose would be to determine feasibility of allowing senior citizens to renew their driver's licenses at certain senior centers, particularly in the Albuquerque area.


EFFECTIVE DATE: Not stated -- assume 90 days following adjournment.

FISCAL IMPACT (Thousands of dollars):  No significant impacts on state or local revenues would result from the proposed measure.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT  (Thousands of Dollars): If the Department participated in developing a pilot program to determine feasibility of renewing driver's licenses at senior citizen centers, the extent of associated administrative cost would depend on the extent of the program and participation by other agencies.
