SUMMARY

Synopsis of Bill

Senate Bill 112 appropriates $100.0 to the State Department of Education (SDE) to establish a pilot
project where parents are involved in teaching reading to their children.

Significant Issues

According to the State Department of Education (SDE), the Temporary Assistance to Needy Families
(TANF) and Even Start programscurrently offer family literacy componentsto parentsand their children.
The appropriation in this bill would allow an expansion to parents and children not currently being
served.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

The appropriation of $100.0 contained in this bill is a recurring expense to the general fund. Any
unexpended or unencumbered balance remaining at the end of FY 02 shall revert to the genera fund.
