Senate Joint Memorial 68 expresses continued support by the Legislature for the New Mexico
distinguished public service awards program and urges all federal, state, local and Native American
governmental entitiesin New Mexico, as well as private sector business and civic organizations, to
support recognition of outstanding public service. A copy of thismemorial is aso to be transmitted to
the director of the New Mexico distinguished public service awards program.

Significant Issues

During the past thirty-one consecutive years of awards recognition, the distinguished public service
awards program has honored more than three hundred New Mexicans for their contributions to public
service.
