Senate Joint Memorial 26 requests the Public Regulation Commission (PRC), the Federal Communi-
cations Commission (FCC) and Qwest to move forward on Section 271 approval. The purpose is to
fully implement competition in New Mexico telecommunication industry for the benefit of business
and residential consumers.
