WHEREAS, the YMCA is governed by a local volunteer board
of directors, who give generously of their time, money and
effort so that our citizens may grow as responsible members of
their families and communities; develop self-confidence and
self-respect, as well as an awareness of the rights and worth
of every individual; appreciate that physical and mental health
are gifts that should be maintained through physical fitness
and spiritual growth; and develop and use their capacities for
leadership; and

WHEREAS, the YMCA's ability to foster these goals depends
wholly upon continued community support through united way,
memberships and program support and through expansion, such as
the new youth and family gymnasium in Los Alamos, the teen
center in Espanola, the remodeling of two YMCA branches and the
proposed new branches in Albuquerque and Rio Rancho;
