Synopsis of Bill  
 

House Bill 550 (HB550) seeks to create the Native American Veteran Division within the 
Veterans’ Services Department. 
 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
 
HB550 contains no appropriation. 
 
VSD indicates since there is no appropriation, VSD would need to find the funding for a 
minimum of 2 FTE.  VSD indicates the department is dealing with an already tightened budget 
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and loss of FTE, and HB550 would require VSD to absorb the costs and FTE within an already 
tight budget. 
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
 
HB550 proposes creation of a new division that would be responsible for outreach to Native 
American Veterans and Native American Veteran Organizations, act as a liaison for Native 
American Veterans the local, state and federal governments, and assist Native American 
Veterans advocate and apply for all state and federal benefits afforded to them by law.
