SIGNIFICANT ISSUES

VSD states “from January 1962 to March 1973 over three million men and women served in
Vietnam and over fifty-eight thousand laid down their lives in Vietnam. Just over 400 New
Mexicans were killed in Vietnam. Those that made it back suffered from both physical and
emotional injuries, many of which are still suffering to this day. PTSD, Agent Orange, as well as
physical injuries have plagued our Vietnam Veterans for over 50 years. These men and women
not only came back with these injuries but were constantly faced with treatment that was less
than patriotic, still these men and women reached out to other veterans have become examples of
selflessness and service. To this day, they continue to reach out to younger veterans as mentors,
letting our younger service members know that they are not alone. These men and women came
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back and became business leaders, community leaders, and more importantly, leaders amongst
the veteran community. For this reason, it is incumbent on us, the protected citizens to always
