SUMMARY 
 

Synopsis of Bill 
 
The Senate Judiciary Committee substitute for Senate Bill 491 (SB 491) would amend Section 
31-1A-2 NMSA 1978, Procedures for Post-Conviction Consideration of DNA Evidence, in the 
following ways: 

 The addition of language in subsection A which states that “a Petitioner shall be granted 
full, fair and prompt proceedings upon filing the petition” for DNA testing. 

 A new subsection C is added which states that samples submitted for testing shall be 
entered into the Combined DNA Index System (CODIS) 

 Includes a new Subsection O which states that “in proceedings under this section, the 
Rules of Evidence and the Rules of Civil Procedure for the District Courts shall apply.” 

 
The effective date of the Act is July 1, 2013.   
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FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
 
Because SB 491 simply amends current law to mandate that petitions for consideration of DNA 
evidence “be granted a full, fair and prompt proceeding” it is unlikely that this legislation will 
result in a significant fiscal impact to the state. 
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
 
The United States Supreme Court has held that there is no constitutional right to post-conviction 
DNA testing.  Instead, the Supreme Court recognized that the states can establish their own 
procedures for post-conviction remedies regarding DNA testing.   
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
