Senate Bill 535 removes the $3 filing fee for each oath of office. The fee is collected by SOS and 
deposited into the general fund. 
 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
 
SOS reports the amount of foregone revenue as a result of enactment of this legislation to be 
“minimal.” In FY14, the filing fee generated $1.2 thousand dollars. 
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
 
Under the New Mexico constitution any elected or appointed person must subscribe an oath of 
office prior to administering the duties of that position. 
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
