WHEREAS, the national Latino children's institute, serving
as a voice for children, has worked with cities throughout the
United States to designate a day to celebrate young Americans
and bring together Hispanics and other communities in the
United States to celebrate and uplift children;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE STATE
OF NEW MEXICO that the governor be requested to declare April
29, 2016 "Dia de Los Ninos" in New Mexico to celebrate New
Mexico's children and to help them develop confidence to become
