WHEREAS, Mr. Armijo was a member of the national
association of Latino elected and appointed officials; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Armijo was an active volunteer in the south
valley community, serving as president of the south valley
soccer club and as a coach in the south valley little league;
and

WHEREAS, Mr. Armijo positively influenced many students in
New Mexico, displaying a lifelong and unwavering devotion to
improving education in New Mexico; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Armijo was a loving husband to his wife,
Melissa, and a loving father to his children, Christian and
Aja;
