NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE STATE

OF NEW MEXICO that all state departments and agencies be

encouraged to collaborate in any way possible with planning,

organizing or supporting activities related to the route 66

centennial, with particular emphasis on the state's cultural
