BE I T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF NEW NMEXI CO
Section 1. SHORT TITLE. --This act may be cited as the “Court Appropriation Act of 1999"
Section 2. DEFINITIONS.--As used in the Court Appropriation Act of 1999:

A.  “agency” nmeans an office, departnent, agency, institution, board, bureau, comr ssion, court,
district attorney, council or commttee of state government;

B. *“expenditures” means costs, expenses, encunbrances and ot her financing uses, other than
refunds authorized by |l aw, recognized in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles for the
| egal Iy authorized budget anounts and budget peri od;

C. “federal funds” neans any paynents by the United States governnent to state governnent or
agenci es except those paynments nmade in accordance with the federal M neral Lands Leasing Act;

D. *“full-time enployee” or “FTE’ neans one or nore authorized positions that together receive
compensation for not nore than two thousand ninety-six hours worked in fiscal year 2000. The calcul ation
of hours worked includes conpensated absences but does not include overtine, conpensatory time or sick
| eave paid pursuant to Section 10-7-10 NVBA 1978;
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E. *“general fund” means that fund created by Section 6-4-2 NMSA 1978 and includes federa
M neral Lands Leasing Act receipts, but excludes the general fund operating reserve, the appropriation
contingency fund and the risk reserve;

F. “interagency transfers” means revenue, other than internal service funds, legally
transferred fromone agency to another;

G “internal service funds” neans:

(1) revenue transferred to an agency for the financing of goods or services to another
agency on a cost-rei nbursenent basis; and

(2) unencunbered bal ances in agency internal service fund accounts appropriated by the
Court Appropriation Act of 1999;

H  “other state funds” neans:

(1) unencunbered, nonreverting balances in state agency accounts, other than in interna
servi ce funds accounts, appropriated by the Court Appropriation Act of 1999;

(2) all revenue available to state agencies from sources other than the general fund,
internal service funds, interagency transfers and federal funds; and

(3) all revenue, the use of which is restricted by statute or agreenent;

I. “revenue” neans all noney received by an agency from sources external to that agency, net of
refunds and ot her correcting transactions, other than fromissue of debt, |iquidation of investnments or as
agent or trustee for other governnental entities or private persons; and

J. “unforseen federal funds” means a source of federal funds or an increased anmount of federa
funds that could not have been reasonably anticipated or known during the first session of the forty-
fourth |l egislature and, therefore, could not have been requested by an agency or appropriated by the
| egi sl ature.

Section 3. FORMAT.--The general format of the appropriations set forth in the Court Appropriation

Act of 1999 with respect to synbols used, colum headi ngs and ambunts stated are those used in the Ceneral
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Appropriation Act of 1999.
Section 4. GENERAL PROVI SI ONS. - -

A.  Anpbunts set out under col umm headi ngs are expressed in thousands of dollars.

B. Amounts set out under colum headi ngs are appropriated fromthe source indicated by the
colum heading. Al anpbunts set out under the colum heading “Internal Service Funds/Interagency
Transfers” indicate an intergovernnental transfer and do not represent a portion of total state governnent
appropriations. Al information designated as “Total s” or “Subtotals” are provided for information and
are not appropriations.

C. Amounts set out in Section 5 of the Court Appropriation Act of 1999, or so nmuch as may be
necessary, are appropriated fromthe indicated source for expenditure in fiscal year 2000 for the objects
expr essed.

D.  Unencunbered bal ances in agency accounts renmaining at the end of fiscal year 1999 shal
revert to the general fund by October 1, 1999, unless otherw se indicated in the Court Appropriation Act
of 1999 or otherw se provided by | aw.

E. Unencunbered bal ances in agency accounts renai ning at the end of fiscal year 2000 shal
revert to the general fund by October 1, 2000, unless otherw se indicated in the Court Appropriation Act
of 1999 or otherw se provided by | aw.

F. The state budget division shall nonitor revenue received by agencies from sources other than
the general fund and shall reduce the operating budget of any agency whose revenue from such sources is
not neeting projections. The state budget division shall notify the legislative finance commttee of any
operating budget reduced pursuant to this subsection

G  Except as otherwi se specifically stated in the Court Appropriation Act of 1999,
appropriations are made in that act for the expenditures of agencies and for other purposes as required by
existing law for fiscal year 2000. |If any other act of the first session of the forty-fourth |egislature,

changes existing lawwith regard to the name or responsibilities of an agency or the name or purpose of a
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fund or distribution, the appropriation nade in the Court Appropriation Act of 1999 shall be transferred
fromthe agency, fund or distribution to which an appropriation has been nmade as required by existing | aw
to the appropriate agency, fund or distribution provided by the new | aw

H  Pursuant to Sections 6-3-23 through 6-3-25 NVMBA 1978, agenci es whose revenue from unforseen
federal funds, fromstate board of finance |oans, fromrevenue appropriated by other acts of the
| egislature, or fromgifts, donations, bequests, insurance settlenments, refunds or paynents into revolving
funds exceed specifically appropriated anobunts may request budget increases fromthe state budget
division. |f approved by the state budget division such noney is appropriated. |In approving a budget
i ncrease fromunforseen federal funds, the director of the state budget division shall advise the
| egislative finance comrittee as to the source of the federal funds and the source and ampunt of any
mat chi ng funds required.

I. For fiscal year 2000, the nunber of permanent and termfull-tinme equival ent positions
specified for each agency shows the maxi num nunber of enpl oyees intended by the |egislature for that
agency, unl ess another provision of the Court Appropriation Act of 1999 or another act of the first
session of the forty-fourth |egislature provides for additional enployees.

J. Except for gasoline credit cards used solely for the operation of official vehicles and
tel ephone credit cards used solely for official business, none of the appropriations contained in the
Court Appropriation Act of 1999 may be expended for payment of credit card invoices.

K. To prevent unnecessary spending, expenditures fromthe Court Appropriation Act of 1999 for
gasoline for state-owned vehicles at public gasoline service stations shall be made only for self-service
gasoline; provided that a state agency head may provi de exceptions fromthe requirenment to accomodate
di sabl ed persons or for other reasons the public interest may require.

L. \Wen approvi ng operating budgets based on appropriations in the Court Appropriation Act of
1999, the state budget division is specifically authorized to approve only those budgets that are in

accordance with generally accepted accounting principles for the purpose of properly classifying other
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fi nanci ng sources and uses, including interfund, intrafund and interagency transfers.

M  Laws 1998, Chapter 117, Section 5 is repealed effective July 1, 1999.
