OFFENSES FOR THE CRIME OF RACKETEERING; AMENDING A SECTION OF

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF NEW MEXICO:

Section 1.

B. '"person” means an individual or entity capable
of holding a legal or beneficial interest in property;

C. "enterprise'" means a sole proprietorship,
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partnership, corporation, business, labor union, association
or other legal entity or a group of individuals associated in
fact although not a legal entity and includes i1llicit as well
as licit entities; and

D. “pattern of racketeering activity'” means
engaging in at least two incidents of racketeering with the
intent of accomplishing any of the prohibited activities set
forth In Subsections A through D of Section 30-42-4 NMSA 1978;
provided at least one of the incidents occurred after [ #he

effectivedate—ofFthe Racketeering—Aet] February 28, 1980 and

the last incident occurred within five years after the

commission of a prior incident of racketeering."
Section 2. EFFECTIVE DATE.--The effective date of the
provisions of this act is July 1, 1999.
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
