DISTRIBUTION OF FEES FOR SPECIAL COLLEGIATE REGISTRATION

PLATES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF NEW MEXICO:

Section 1. Section 66-3-416 NMSA 1978 (being Laws 1989,

Chapter 360, Section 1) is amended to read:

'"66-3-416. SPECIAL COLLEGIATE REGISTRATION PLATE--

PROCEDURES--FEE . -~

A.

The division shall establish and issue special

collegiate registration plates in accordance with the

provisions of this section and shall adopt and promulgate

procedures for application for and issuance of such special

collegiate registration plates.

Upon that request, the division, with the advice and
consultation of the higher educational institution, shall
determine the color and design of the registration plate and
provide for Its issuance.

owner of a motor vehicle may apply for the issuance of a

special collegiate registration plate. The owner [ efFamoter

vertete] shall apply and pay a ten-dollar ($10.00) renewal fee

each year that he wishes to retain and renew his special

collegiate registration plate. The initial fee and the

renewal fee shall be in addition to the regular motor vehicle

registration fees.

D. The revenue from the special collegiate
registration plates shall be distributed as follows:
(1) ten dollars ($10.00) of the initial fee
