At the
University of Florida the produced a savings of nearly 56,000 credit
hours annually, i.e., approximately 400 additional four-year
degrees/year without changing the overall enrollment level.

e University of Wisconsin. Enacted changes similar to those in
Florida. Over the next sixteen years, the average number of credit
hours attempted by graduates reduced from 145 to 132. This change
has allowed the university to accommodate 15,000 additional students
through 2009-10, as compared to what would have been possible by
1993-94 rules.

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UNM Actions

@ Enacted policy that reduced the minimum number of credit hours
required for a baccalaureate degree at UNM from 128 to 120.
Many of our peer institutions have demonstrated that this is
possible while also maintaining program quality.

@ Working with academic departments to review all degree programs,
with the goal of reducing degree requirements in order to match the
120 credit hour minimum, with exceptions allowed if compelling
academic reasons are provided.

@ A number of programs have already created 120 credit hour degrees —
a potential to see 4-year graduation rate improvement in a few years.
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UNM Actions NEW

o For most degree programs, even in the School of Engineering, it's
possible to create 120 credit hour degrees.

@ Creating 120 credit hour degrees in programs involving licensure in
elementary education is problematic.
— NMAC 6.61.2.8 — 57 very specific credit hours are specified:
e English (12); History (12); Mathematics (9); Gov't, Economics or
Sociology (6); Science (12); Fine Arts (6)
o Still must fit in teacher preparation courses.
— Arizona Department of Education requires:
o Completion of a teacher preparation program in elementary education

from an accredited institution.
@ 45 credit hours of education courses from an accredited institution,

including 8 hours of practicum.
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UNM Actions

o Created four-year semester-by-semester online road maps for all degree
programs.

o Creating degree road maps that may be customized to a student’s
particular circumstances — e.g., that start at the math course a
student tests into, or that incorporate work completed at other
institutions in the state (taking into account articulation agreements).

@ Developing mechanisms for tracking the progress of students relative
to these road maps, as well as intervention mechanisms for off-track
students.
