● Career and technical education is the practice of teaching 
specific career skills to students in middle school, high 
school, and post-secondary institutions.

● CTE is made up of 16 career clusters which each related to 
careers in specific industries

● Overall, students who enter a CTE program are gaining 
knowledge and hands-on skill experience to prepare them 
for careers that they otherwise couldn’t pursue.

Why CTE?
● CTE Students are more likely to graduate from High School and from Post-Secondary 

Education

○ The average high school graduation rate for students concentrating in CTE programs is 97.5 
percent, compared to an average national freshman graduation rate of 80 percent. 

○ 91 percent of high school graduates who earned 2-3 CTE credits enrolled in college.

● To be an authorized CTSO the organization must specifically relate to one or more of the 16 
national career clusters.
○ (Some CTSOs apply to more than one Cluster)

● Participation in CTSOs requires that students meet the same guidelines as those participating 
in Sports/Athletics (NMAA Guidelines)
