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LEGISLATIVE PROCESS

* The NM Legislature introduced a total of 1,108 total bills (excluding resolutions and
memorials).

* The NM Legislature passed 195 (or 17.6%) out of the total 1,108 bills.

* Out of the 195 bills that passed, the Governor signed 160 and vetoed 35 (18 vetoed with
a message commenting on the reasons, and 17 pocket vetoed without a message).

CONCLUSIONS

o Out of the 17.6% of total bills that passed both chambers and were sent to Governor Lujan
Grisham during the 2025 Regular Session, around 90% of the total votes taken on the 17.6%
of total bills that passed both chambers were in favor passing the measures.

e The bottom line is that year after year, the numbers demonstrate that the New Mexico
Legislature only passes a relatively small number of controversial bills, and the remainder of
the bills that pass both chambers and are sent to a governor have bipartisan support.

e In other words, regardless of the number of Democrats versus Republicans in each chamber,
the legislative process is designed to create compromise!
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
